It Might Preach!  
òAs the Family Goeséó 

Genesis 1:24-31 
 

Most of us would agree, ñAs the family goes, so goes the church. And as the 
church goes, so goes the nation.ò We will do well to often revisit Godôs Word 
about the family. It is the first ñinstitutionò put into place by God to civilize and 
order our lives. Yet we have more divorces, broken homes, abuse and violence 
than at any other time in our history.  Consider... 
 

 I. The ORIGIN of the family. 
  (Notice the progression in Godôs creation:) 
  A. God created THE EARTH OUT OF NOTHING (Genesis 1:1) 
  B. God created THE MAN OUT OF THE EARTH (Genesis 2:7) 
  C. God created THE WOMAN OUT OF THE MAN (Genesis 2:21-22a) 
  D. God created THE INSTITUTION OF MARRIAGE (Genesis 2:22b, 24) 
 

 II. The NATURE of the family. 
  (Consider the ideal family from a biblical perspective:) 
  A. God ordained MAN AS THE HEAD OF THE WOMAN. (Genesis 3:16b;  
   I Corinthians 11:3; Ephesians 5:23) 
  B. God ordained the WOMAN AS THE COUNTERPART OF THE MAN.  
   (Genesis 2:18-20; I Corinthians 11:9-12) 
  C. God ordained that CHILDREN SHOULD COME FROM THE UNION OF  
   HUSBAND AND WIFE. (Genesis 1:27-28; Psalm 127:3)  
 

 III. The AUTHORITY of the family. 
  (How should family members relate and function toward each other?) 
  A. GODôS HOLY WORD is His INFALLIBLE AUTHORITY for the family.  
   (Psalm 19:7, 9, 11; II Timothy 3:15-16) 
  B. GODôS HOLY SPIRIT is His INTERPRETIVE AUTHORITY for the  
   family. (John 14:26; 16:13) 
 

CONCLUSION. Godôs ideal for the family is: ONE MAN + ONE WOMAN 
UNITED IN COVENANT MARRIAGE + ONE OR MORE NATURAL OR 
ADOPTED CHILDREN, ALL OF WHOM LIVE TOGETHER WITHIN GODôS

      As we enter May, 2010, at least three significant emphases come to 
mind. One of those is the National Day of Prayer on May 6. Another is 
Motherôs Day on May 9. And another is Memorial Day, May 30. These 
days carry with them some very special meaning for all Christians and 
most Americans will observe these days in some way.

A WORD OF ENCOURAGEMENT cont.  

 The National Day of Prayer was first signed into law by President Truman 
on April 17, 1952. President Reagan signed into law the first Thursday of May 
as the annual observance date effective May 5, 1988. Public Law 105-255, was 
enacted August 12, 1998 stating that ñThe President shall issue each year a 
proclamation designating the first Thursday in May as a National Day of Prayer 
on which the people of the United States may turn to God in prayer and medita-
tion at churches, in groups and as individuals.ò 
 Motherôs Day was declared officially by the state of West Virginia in 1910, 
and the rest of the states followed quickly. On May 8, 1914, the U.S.  Congress 
passed a law designating the second Sunday in May as Motherôs Day and re-
quested a proclamation. On May 9, 1914, President Woodrow Wilson issued a 
proclamation declaring the first national Motherôs Day, as a day for American 
citizens to show the flag in honor of those mothers whose sons had died in war.ò 
 Memorial Day was officially proclaimed on May 5, 1868 by General John 
Logan, National Commander of the Grand Army of the Republic and was first 
observed on May 30, 1868, when flowers were placed on the graves of Union 
and Confederate soldiers at Arlington National Cemetery. It was soon observed 
nationally as a day to remember all loved ones who had died, especially those 
who died in defense of Americaôs freedom. 
 For the believer and for our churches there is a sense in which every Sun-
day is a ñDay of Prayerò and a ñMemorial Day.ò We pray to the One true and 
living God and we remember the great gift of His Son, our Lord Jesus Christ. 
Pray that we shall always have the freedom to do so!

The overall theme of the Ladiesô Retreat at Falls Creek was  

INTER .RUPTED. As I shared with those who attended my  

conference, there comes a time for each of us when we face lifeôs 

final ñinterruption,ò i.e. death, and that I could not help but realize 

that the attitude we have toward the interruptions in our lives as 

they occur greatly determines how prepared we are for that final 

interruption, whenever it may come. If we have learned to antici-

pate and look for the ñJoy in the Midst of It All,ò whenever we face 

trials of many kinds, it will be much easier to face our own death or 

the death of a loved one with joy when that time comes. If we have 

experienced the loving intimacy of our Heavenly Father during pre-

vious trials, we are much more likely to experience it then. Since I 

was standing right in front of Daddy as he quite suddenly left his 

favorite brown leather recliner and went on to his heavenly home, I 

had the particular joy of watching the home-going of a faithful  

believer and servant of the Lord. There are no words to truly  

express the tumble of emotions as I realized Daddy was gone from 

here but that I was being given the privilege of watching him leave 

for eternity in Heaven! As I soon realized, suddenly Daddy had 

absolutely no more need for anything at all on this earthénot his 

walker with its little red bag, not his hearing aid batteries,  not his 

whistle to call for help, not one more dime, not his partially eaten 

jar of peanuts, not even his Bible. The loss was almost swallowed 

up in the joy! No, there was not the shock factor inherent in some 

violent or tragic deaths. I realize that. But Iôve never experienced 

any more clearly Godôs promise: ñMy grace is sufficient for 

you!ò  (2 Corinthians 12:9)
