Needs for 2009 from CCBA: 
 

First Southern Baptist Church, Saint George 

Sunday School Leadership Training: Gilbert Berry, Sunday School Director is asking for Leadership Training to help 

our Sunday School Teachers and the whole Religious Education of the church: A request for volunteers has not been 

formulated at this time but is being worked on. 

 

Cross Point Christian Fellowship 

Ronnie Smithôs contract with the UISBC and CCBA will be ending on June 30, 2009. This growing congregation has 

been leasing a building and needs more space. Their 2 year lease is up in March 2009. Possibly need to purchase land or 

a building on existing land. Ronnie took over this contract as a church planter 3 years ago from a previous church 

planter that moved to Oregon. When he started there were no members. In three years attendance has grown to about 35-

45. One possible answer is for a church to adopt Cross Point to help in their support of Brother Ronnie and Dawn and 

their seven children. 

 

First Southern Baptist Church, Hurricane 

Curt Stackpole is the pastor. They have begun a new church building that will be 3 times larger than their existing one. 

Pastor Stackpole believes God has given him the word to move into that building debt free. The church is out of money 

but people are still giving to the building fund. To finish will take approximately $250,000. The church is growing with 

new people coming to Christ weekly. 

 

First Hispanic Baptist Mission, Hurricane 

Juan Santana is the new pastor of this new church start. Brother Juan began receiving Congregational Assistance the first 

of July 2008. They are worshipping in the FSBC, Hurricane facilities at 6 pm every Sunday. They are meeting in homes 

for Bible Study during the week. They would be open to Leadership Training in Spanish. 

 

First Baptist Church, Cedar City 

They presently do not have a pastor, but the Pastor Search Committee is narrowing down a list of prospects and have 

asked for more information from approximately 10 people. There is a need for roof repair and also painting to be done 

inside and out of the main building. They have a Family Life Center, 1/2 gym, that is being used for Sunday School, as a 

fellowship hall, and various community meetings when requested and approved. Their indebtedness is approximately 

$48,000 and are making payments very well. 

 

Red Hills Southern Baptist Church, Enoch (suburb of Cedar City) 

Pastor John Keith has recently led the church into a modification of the building, costing $260,000. The project is almost 

finished, expanding the auditorium to over 300. They are running over 200 in worship. Their need is for sports clinics 

and possible VBS assistance in the summer. Brother John and I are working on the possibility of formulating a request 

for 2009. 

 

Mountain View Baptist Mission 

Pastor Richard Ballard has been there one year as a new church start. He has a team coming for VBS and Revival this 

summer. There is a need to do further survey work in the town of approximately 1800. He presently has a need for re-

modeling to be done to the parsonage which does not belong to the mission. An anonymous gift was recently given to 

purchase all of the materials for his remodeling. The roof needs to be replaced; the sheetrock needs to be replaced but 

with insulation. Currently the house has little or no insulation. They have already experienced below 0 degrees this win-

ter. The request is for a construction team that is experienced in doing home repair. 

 

New Beginning Baptist Church, Panguitch  

A team from the Georgia Partnership 3 years ago began the construction of a new building for New Beginning. The 

church does have a permit of occupation, but the remaining need is for carpet and to put it down. A second need of the 

church is to survey the town of Panguitch which is approximately 4,000. New Beginning is our most remote church, 

about 2 hours from St George and 1 hour from Cedar City. The team could range from Youth to Adult to do the survey 

work.
