Particularly from Brother Curt’s testimony God moved in the heart of Kirk 
Holloway and the PLBA Mission Partnership Committee to receive an offering from the mes-
sengers. The need was shared for 2000 square feet of ceramic floor tile for First Southern 
Baptist Church, Hurricane, UT. The objective was to raise $2000 for the tile. The offering was 
$2008. 
 The next day Brother Rae Sparks, laymen from Romulus Baptist Church (PLBA) volun-
teered to transport the tile from Oklahoma to Utah. The tile was located at Builder Bob’s in 
Ardmore who discounted new, high-quality tile to the Utah church for $.99 per square foot. 
Additional money was added to the offering by PLBA and Rae Sparks and his wife Betty gra-
ciously delivered nearly 2300 square feet of tile to the church site on Saturday, November 7. 
 All of this was such a clear demonstration of God at work in partnership missions. We are 
now praying for the “tile team” to go to Hurricane, UT for about a week & actually install the 
tile. A small team of 8-12 men (and women) could complete that project easily in five days 
and then celebrate in a worship service on Sunday.

     By spending their time and treasures to help alleviate the never ending to-do 
list of repairs and improvements around here, Ronnie's mental and physical bur-
den was greatly reduced and my life was made more comfortable! One afternoon I 
spent 45 minutes alone with Josiah in the pool while Sherri and Pat cleaned my 
kitchen. Bryan, I must confess, I have never spent that kind of time alone with 
Josiah just playing and laughing and having fun. I could truly "relax" and play with 
him because the burden of laundry and dirty dishes had been removed and with it 
the guilt of always being too busy to just be with my children. That will always be a 
priceless memory to me. My girls now have the freedom to swim in their backyard 
thanks to a privacy fence.  
     But here is the greatest blessing of all to me. Before the team came, I was 
empty and quite honestly was feeling strained at the thought of "hosting" for a 
week. The frustration of vehicle and home repairs  were draining what little joy I 
had left and I was ready to give up and doubting if God still wanted us in 
Utah. When the team arrived it was evident this was going to be a very different 
week from last year. As they expressed their desire to help us and relieve our 
stress so that we could focus on ministry needs, my heart leapt for joy. God HAD 
HEARD MY CRIES. He had not ignored that I couldn't sleep when the house was 
91 degrees at night. He knew the hot afternoon winds made running errands al-
most unbearable when the windows wouldn't roll up on our van. He knew I needed 
time to relax while providing loving adults to care for my children. Your team was 
the vehicle through which God demonstrated His love and faithfulness to this very 
weary pastor's wife who was ready to quit. May His love and unlimited riches be 
returned to those precious servants and to your church as a whole for whom I am 
so deeply grateful.
